MINUTES OF THE REORGANIZATION MEETING
OF THE TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE
TOWNSHIP OF WALL, HELD IN THE
MUNICIPAL COMPLEX MEETING ROOM,
WEDNESDAY, JANUARY 7, 2004

In accordance with the Statutes, the Township
Committee met in the Municipal Complex Meeting Room on
January 7, 2004. Present were Committeeman Robert D.
Peters, Committeeman Edward H. Thomson, Committeewoman Mary
L. Burne, Committeeman Mark J. Brosnan, John Tobia,
Township Administrator Joseph L. Verruni, Township Attorney
Roger J. McLaughlin and Township Clerk Lorraine Kubacz.

The reorganization meeting for 2004 was called to
order by Township Clerk Lorraine Kubacz. Reverend Brian
Butch, Holy Innocents Church opened the meeting with an
Invocation.

Township Clerk Kubacz led the Salute to the Flag.

Township Clerk Kubacz read the Sunshine Statement.

Township Clerk Kubacz read the following official
results of the General Election held on November 4, 2003,
in which one Committeeman was elected for a full term as
attested by Monmouth County Clerk M. Claire French, Special
Deputy Clerk Bertha C. Sumick and the Board of Canvassers.

The Board determined that John W. Tobia was duly
elected to the Township Committee for a full term.

Mrs. Burne stated that several projects were
accomplished during the past year including LOSAP, the West
Belmar Gateway Redevelopment Plan which will bring much
needed improvements to this area and a one million dollar
grant from the State to build a new bike path along the Route
8 right-of-way. Mrs. Burne thanked her colleagues on the
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Township Committee and welcomed John Tobia. Mrs. Burne
stated that she is looking forward to more open space and a
Wreck Pond Nature Park.
