Mayor Clayton thanked everyone for attending especially his
wife Linda, daughter and son. Mr. Clayton thanked Joseph
Verruni, George Newberry, Clint Hoffman, Jeff Foster, Ann Marie
Conte, Kate Kohri, Lorraine Kubacz, Betty Schinestuhl and all
the Wall Township employees who he worked with over the last
three years. Mr. Clayton wished Committeeman-elect Todd Luttman
good luck on the Township Committee.
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Mr. Clayton thanked the residents who attend the meetings
regularly, Gary Krakorian, Trish Longo McCarthy, Tom
Oleszkiewicz and Art Krumm. Mr. Clayton noted some of the
things he worked on during his time on the Committee. The tax
increase for 2009 was kept at 1.7 cents. The workforce has been
reduced by seventeen employees, the Committee fought COAH on all
fronts.

Mr. Clayton noted that he is the first Wall High School
graduate to be named Mayor. Mr. Clayton has married over sixty
individuals during his tenure, the first challenger baseball
field for special Olympics, received the 911 Memorial Playground
at town hall, brought back the Wall Fair, the first Habitat for
Humanity house has been buirlt in Wall, extension of the bike
path, and many, many Proclamations honoring residents who have
helped out over the years. We have also purchased three
additional parcels of open space.

Mr. Clayton thanked everyone for putting their belief and
trusts in him and stated that he tried to do the best he could
for the residents. Mr. Clayton noted that, due to his health,
he will be stepping down, but it has been an honor that he will
never forget serving Wall Township. Mr. Clayton said he will
continue to be involved in Wall Township and thanked everyone
again.

Committeeman Newberry stated that he truly appreciated the
hard work and effort of Mr. Clayton and presented him with a
gift from the Committee to remember the time they spent
together. A binder of all the press releases during Mr.
Clayton’s tenure was also presented to him.

With reference to Resolution #10-130 - A RESOLUTION OF THE
TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WALL AUTHORIZING THE
APPOINTMENT OF TOWNSHIP PROSECUTOR, Committeeman Hoffman made a
statement that his following comments would not be personal, but
that he knows the two people involved will take it personally
and for that is very sorry. He then stated that he does not
understand why the Committee is not renewing Robin Stacey who
served last year for this position. Ms. Stacey did a great job.
The cost for the Prosecutor last year was less than half of
previous years cost with Robin in the position. She did a great
job and her cost was lower so there must be another reason she
IS not being reappointed. She has a tremendous rapport with the
Judge and the police. The Chief has written a letter on behalf
of the police department who felt strongly in favor of her
reappointment. Mr. Hoffman said again that he could not
understand why she is not being reappointed

Committeeman Foster stated also that Ms. Stacey brought
expertise and great working conditions to the Court. She also
increased the fees for the first time in ten years. Ms. Stacey
was the first woman Wall Township ever appointed to be
Prosecutor and she will surely be missed.

Mayor Newberry stated that the appointment process is very
involved. Robin Stacey did an excellent job and no one is
criticizing that. Mr. Hoffman sent an email and we thought we
were in agreement not to go over $30,000. There were three RFPs
at $30,000 or less.
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Committeeman Luttman offered Resolution #10-130 appointing
Prosecutor. Committeewoman Conte seconded the motion and on
roll call, members voted as follows:

There being three yeas and no nays, the Mayor declared the
Resolution adopted.

Members of all the Boards were sworn in by Judge Brennan.

Mayor Newberry noted that there were certain guidelines for
applying to be a board member. The cut-off date was December
11, 2009. Some were received later and were put aside to be
used in the future. The Committee also tried not to appoint
anyone to more than one board or committee. Mayor Newberry
asked 1T anyone else wants to apply, there are still some
vacancies on various boards and they should check the website
where it will be posted. Mayor Newberry thanked all the
volunteers.

Mayor Newberry noted that the Wall Fire Company No. 1 will
be celebrating its centennial. The current members of the
Company have asked to be sworn in tonight. Judge Brennan swore
in the following members:

Mayor Newberry asked if there was anyone for public
comment. Cheryl M. Stewart, Sea Breeze Mobile Park, noted that
there i1s a historical cemetery near the Park and she is trying
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to find the owner of the cemetery. Ms. Stewart wants to keep
trespassers out of the cemetery and have i1t fixed up but no one
seems to know who owns the property. Mayor Newberry promised to
work with Ms. Stewart to find the owner and have repairs made to
the cemetery.

There were no other comments.

Deputy Mayor Conte thanked her colleagues on the Committee
and everyone for attending.

Committeeman Foster thanked Mayor Newberry and Deputy Mayor
Conte and said he is very proud of this Township Committee.
Last year, the committee started looking at the 2010 budget 1in
June. This i1s a dedicated committee. Mr. Foster welcomed Todd
Luttman to the committee and said he will be a great asset.

Committeeman Hoffman thanked his wife for putting up with
him and all the time it takes from their personal lives to do
this job. He is a life-long resident of Wall and is very proud
to be serving the community. He is excited to work with the
other members of the Committee. This 1s a difficult time and
there are more challenges ahead. Mr. Hoffman thanked Joseph
Verruni, Kate Kohri, Lorraine Kubacz and all the department
heads and staff who are much appreciated.

Committeeman Hoffman noted that he has been a friend of Mr.
Clayton for over twenty years and this job almost got in the way
of that friendship, but they got past it. This committee has
done a lot with affordable housing and put together a very
transparent government. Wall 1s the only town with a citizens
committee on affordable housing. The 2010 budget has been
started; the workforce has been reduced by 7% and will be 10% by
the end of the year. The Township is providing the same
services with less and less resources. Mr. Hoffman mentioned
Wall Day and asked the residents to help raise the money for the
fireworks and Wall Day. A mailing will go out and there is a
link on the website to donate.

Committeeman Luttman thanked everyone for coming out.
There will be a lot of challenges and he looks forward to
addressing them. Mr. Luttman thanked Michael Clayton for all
the work he has done and wished him the best. Mr. Luttman
thanked the residents for electing him and said he looks forward
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to working with the Committee for the next three years. Mr.
Luttman thanked all the people who worked on his campaign
especially Dave Rible, Mary Pat Angelini, Sean Kean and Mary
DeSarno and Jo Schloeder. Mr. Luttman thanked his family for
their support also and his great grandmother Marie Moen who
turned 93 tonight. Mr. Luttman thanked his in-laws who traveled
from South Carolina to be here. Last, he thanked his wife Karen
and daughter Emily who will sacrifice the most over the next
three years.

Wall has many problems and it calls for all the committee
to work together to solve them. During his campaign, Mr.
Luttman learned some of the residents” concerns about taxes and
COAH. This committee needs to work with the legislators on COAH
and other unfunded mandates. Mr. Luttman looks forward to
working for the resident of Wall Township and the members of the
township committee. Committeeman Luttman congratulated Mayor
Newberry and Deputy Mayor Conte on theilr positions.

Mayor Newberry noted that Mike Clayton served as the first
alumni of Wall High School which just passed its 50" year and
50'™" graduating class.

Deputy Mayor Conte thanked Mike Clayton for his leadership
and said he will be missed. Mrs. Conte noted that she and Mr.
Hoffman worked with Chief Morris and his department. They were
State accredited, the second In Monmouth County to receive this.
They have proven they are a professional, certified law
enforcement agency.

There being no further comments, Mayor Newberry invited
everyone to the Spring Meadow Golf Club for refreshments.

Deputy Mayor Conte moved to adjourn the meeting.
Committeeman Hoffman seconded the motion and all members voted
yes. The meeting adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
